Lower Spring Lake Protection & Rehabilitation District
Quarterly (4th) Meeting August 27th, 2011 Minutes
Called Meeting To Order:
Al Fehrmann called the meeting to order at 11:10 AM on Saturday August 27th, 2011.   Present: Al Fehrmann-President, Mark Ley-Treasurer, Jan Roou-County Supervisor, Sue Agen-Village President and Linda Plennes-Secretary.
Read/Approve Minutes:   Linda Plennes read the minutes of the last meeting dated July 9th, 2011. Two corrections were noted:  The interest rate on the 2 Year Certificate of Deposit is 1.20 not 1.24 as I reported.  It was Susan Graham, not Patricia Cicero who was contacted regarding concerns of where the harvester did not make a pass as in previous years.  A motion to accept the minutes was made by Jim Dixon and Robert Wielepski 2nd the motion. 
Treasurer’s Report:     Mark Ley handed out the proposed budget plan for 2012.  This budget is the same budget used for the year 2011; the unknowns are Herbicides and Harvester Operations.  Mark commented that Interest Income should likely be higher as a result of reinvesting the Certificates of Deposit for a longer period of time at a higher interest rate. Bill Alveshire   motioned to accept proposed budget and Robert Wielepski 2nd the motion.  Carol Dixon handed out the ballots for a vote for the open board position, a new treasurer, she then collected all ballots.
Chemical Treatment Report:   Steve Schnieger did not attend this meeting, Al Fehrmann stated that we would be treating again next year and that this would be discussed at our January 2012 meeting.  Susan Graham would be invited to this meeting as we do most of our planning for the year at this time.

Harvester Operations Report:  Jim Dixon stated that hopefully our permit will be made available much sooner in 2012.  Jim also stated that a Milfoil problem had appeared in the bays as well as Curleyleaf Pondweed.  Jim pointed to the map stating we are not able to cut in the bay as the water is too shallow. Jim also stated that he actually went into the bay and took measurements of the water level; his findings were reported that the water level was above the 3 foot level. Jim commented that this area needs to be validated to its water level so the harvester would be permitted into the bay.  Also 75% of our lake is undeveloped, could we shift around some of the No harvesting areas with the Harvesting areas?   Patricia Cicero will revisit the issue of this bay and make the necessary changes if warranted.  Native plants are good for the lake, removing all of them would be a negative effect Patricia Cicero stated. Concerns were also voiced with regards to property owners trying to sell their homes, having the bays and/or the lake look so weedy is a red flag to any potential buyer of lake property. Bill Alveshire asked Patricia Cicero if she would come out in the next 30 to 45 days and take another look at the lake as a whole and the bays, checking for water depths and aquatic plant life, make the necessary changes and create a new and updated map, Patricia agreed.  Sue Agen stated that she was on our lake and this is the worst she has seen our lake with a thick growth of aquatic plants.  The lack of rainfall has affected many lakes this year, ours included.  Robert Wielepski voiced his concerns regarding a runoff pipe on his property going into the lake.  Patricia will add this to her agenda for follow up.  Questions regarding the amount of water we are required to allow to flow downstream, and questions as to why the Upper Spring Lake is not required to allow a specific amount to flow,  these questions will be directed to Josh for answers and clarifications. 
Water Clarity Report:   Greg Smith stated that the water testing this year is the best they have been in a long time.  

Grant Status Report/Update Resolution:    Al Fehrmann stated that the Grant was applied for again on August 1st, we also need a board vote on updating the Resolution.  Al read the Resolution out loud, a vote was taken to update and submit along with letters of support.  The board then voted, all in favor, no nays.
Clean Boats/Clean Water Updates:  Al Fehrmann stated that the DNR has eliminated the required 200 hours of training if we would receive the grant; this was based on the size and population of the lake.  We would have earned points for this towards our grant.

Membership Report/Welcome Wagon:   Dorothy Chappell reported that the recipients’ were very pleased to receive these items. Bill Alveshire did the leg work in gathering these items, thanks Bill. The board voted also to continue with this program.  All were in favor, no nays.

Annual audit of accounts for 2011:  Dorothy Chappell and Bill Alveshire volunteered to complete the 2011 audit.
Voting Results:  Carol Dixon shared the voting results of the open board position. Carol stated that 20 people all voted for Vickie Bradford and 3 people did not vote.  Vickie Bradford accepted the position. We thanked Mark for his time and efforts during his term.
Open Forum:  Patricia Cicero informed us of some changes in the rules of development of land, public hearing will be held on Sept. 15th, 2011, these are county rules changing. The E-mail project is almost completed, thanks again to Bill for his time and his leg work. Update on the buoy issue, Sue will get us on the Village agenda so we can proceed with changing the verbage and signage from four buoys to three.  Linda found the swimming hours posted on the website and the actual hours are not the same, this to needs to be changed by the Village.  A thank you to Gene and Linda Plennes for cleaning up, replacing the material and framework at the boat launch.  Carol Dixon suggested a sign up list for next year’s picnic; Bill suggested an e-mail to all to bring something. A signup sheet could list who is coming, and what they are bringing, we will revisit this in 2012.
