Quarterly Meeting-June 27th, 2009

Meeting called to order at 10:00 AM
Present: Ed Shields, Mark Ley, Linda Plennes, Tim Gorsegner, Blane Poulson

Minutes : 
Linda Plennes-The minutes of the March 28th, 2009 were read, reviewed, corrections noted and approved. Corrections noted-August 29th, 2009 and the time of the meeting will be 11:00AM. Beth Alveshire motioned the minutes be approved, and 2nd by Helena Coletto.

Budget Report:
Mark Ley-Mark handed out a current Revenue & Expense Statement. 
Noting two large items, on the income side the grant money has been received, and on the expense side, the cost of harvester repairs.  Carol Dixon motioned approval of budget, approval of minutes, 2nd by Bonnie (Barbara) Jensen.

Harvester Report:
Ed Shields-Ed stated there were some small problems  regarding the harvester,  Inland did come out to inspect the machine,  and they found no evidence of any problems.   With the new engine the harvester is running very quietly.  Ed stated that Jerry has removed 37 loads of cutting results.   Currently the cutter is averaging 30 hours per week.  Jerry stated that in cutting he sees the silt to be a real problem.   Ed also stated that we have been cautioned with regards to getting too close to the bottom of the lake to harvest the weeds.   The DNR considers this dredging, and they have cited other lakes for this action.  Currently Gerry Keppen is our only cutter.  

Bylaws update: 
Ed Shields attended both the village and town meetings.  We have received their ok to proceed with the change.  We will use the Wisconsin State Statues Chapter 33 as our by-laws. The benefit is these by-laws and regulations are always current and updated in a timely manner.  We are able to check the website for any changes are warranted.  

Chemical Treatment Report: 
Steve Schneiger/Ed Shields – The chemical treatment  was delayed 3 weeks due to weather conditions.  Certain areas were not cut because of planned treatment areas.  We must wait one more week before we can harvest those treated areas.   Pellets were used this year to treat the aquatic plants, a discussion to use liquid next year took place.  Steve will research the advantages of pellets vs. liquid, time lines-sooner vs. later, timed release of both advantages and disadvantages.  A suggestion was made to start this process of planning very early in 2010.  As it takes 2 months to get the required permits and get put on a schedule for lake treatment.  Steve will follow up with Patricia Cicero and Sue Graham as to what long and short term chemical treatment options will be available to us after the lake study is completed, plus this will be on our agenda for the Annual meeting as well.  Many attendees at this meeting commented on the large amount of algae.  This is a new problem since the breach of the Upper Spring levy and dam.   Algae was not treated with the most recent application.  We will address this problem when obtaining next years permit.  Steve stated that he has the map of the treated areas.  

Water Clarity Report:
Greg Smith-On June 15, 2009 Greg did a clarity test and viewed 5 ½ feet down.  But after the recent rains, today the clarity is only 3 feet.

Geese Depredation:
Bill Alvershire- stated that he found 25 nests and 118 eggs.

Piers……………:
Ed Shields-What you need to know for 2009 regarding piers,  a  handout was provided to all.  Interesting information regarding existing piers and the placement of new piers,  the DNR has a great website for all this information and much much more.

Open Forum:   The property located on Upper Spring Lake apparently has new owners.  We also understand that the FIXED CRESTED DAM  is scheduled and construction should start this summer.

Kitty Spaulding’s property has sold recently.  

Inquiry was made as to IF the Life Boat was on the beach,  no one really seemed to know for sure.  Tim was going to make the inquiry.
